David James Le Boutillier has been at VCP, as
man and boy, for the last forty two years! He
began his teaching career here in April 1979
when John Hibbs was Headmaster. Indeed he
was “head hunted” by John Hibbs after they had
worked closely together at St. Mark’s School.
David soon made his mark on Prep as well,
proving to be an excellent addition to the staff.
His classroom practice and caring relationship
with pupils was second to none.

It would be easier to list the roles David has not
fulfilled at VCP as he has taught every subject
and acted as subject leader for many of them. As
an advocate of outward bound and sport for all
he accompanied trips and sports teams both on
and off island. Athletics, tennis and badminton
were specialist coaching areas, which were fitted
in between his onerous duties as a form teacher,
year group leader and Head of Braithwaite
House. His passionate leadership as Housemaster
of Braithwaite stemmed from his own school
days, during which he had represented the House
for tennis (colours), swimming and athletics.

For many years he was a member of the senior
management team of VCP, during which time

he was involved in challenging and critical
decisions relating to the school and its future.

In 1986 when the then Deputy Head, Wally
Layzell, was granted secondment for a year to
study computing David very courageously took
over his duties, impressing everyone with his
efficiency and professionalism.

All of these achievements pale into
insignificance however when one considers the
outstanding contribution David Le Boutillier has
made to Drama and Dance at VCP! The year

6 “Prep Show”, which brings together all the
combined skills and talents developed over four
years, is legendary and much loved. Boys have
been fortunate to participate in performances
which have developed in complexity and
spectacle for the last thirty four years. Memories
are truly made of such experiences and we often
have former pupils, many of whom are now
parents of current pupils, jostling to view the
archive photographs and arguing as to who is
wearing the Baloo costume!

Loyalty is forever to the fore at Prep and there
has been none more loyal than David. Forever
championing our cause and spreading positive
messages to all, he has significantly enhanced
the reputation of the school with both words and
actions. Though he has had more than enough
to do at VCP he has unfailingly and unselfishly
contributed to the wider educational community,
particularly the athletics section of The Jersey
Junior Sports Association (JPSSA), in which

he has recently concluded his term of office as
Chairman.
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Due to this loyalty and love for the school David has kindly agreed to return for
a short period of time next year to produce his final, final show and thus ensure a
seamless transition.

On retirement David will not be idle as he has many varied interests including
bowls, amateur dramatics, watercolour painting and surfing. We thank him for
his outstanding contribution and wish him well in future years.

The Retirement of Philip Stevenson

The Prep family will be sad to
say farewell to Mr. Stevenson
who retires as Headmaster of
Victoria College Preparatory
School after fifteen years.

Mr. Stevenson studied at the
College of the Venerable
Bede at Durham University.
After gaining a Bachelor of
Science degree with honours
and qualifying as a teacher,
his interest in botany led him
to apply for a post with the
British Antarctic Survey to
study lichens. Despite being
accepted for the post he was
persuaded by his tutor, Dr.
David Bellamy, to complete a
probationary year in teaching
and as a consequence of his
advice Mr. Stevenson took

up the position of Head of
Science at VCP in 1974 before

moving to VCJ in 1979,
initially as Head of Science
and then as Head of the Junior
School. In 1996 he was
appointed Headmaster of VCP
succeeding Mr. John Hibbs,
where he has remained since,
with the exception of a year

as acting Headmaster of VCJ.
He has taught boys of all ages
from Year 3 up to ‘A’ level and
is held in high regard by pupils
past and present.

A keen and versatile
sportsman, Mr. Stevenson has
played cricket, football and
tennis at competition level and
also enjoyed fly-fishing, clay-
pigeon shooting and walking,
particularly in the Yorkshire
Dales. His other interests
include music, antiques,
reading, photography and art.

During his time as
Headmaster, he has upheld
the traditional values and
ethos of the Prep but has also
ensured that the school has
moved with the times, keeping
pace with the continuing
developments in education.
His calm, caring manner has
permeated the school and
has been a positive influence
on the pupils. Although the
‘New Prep’ building has not
yet become a reality, Mr.
Stevenson has fought hard to
improve the existing school
and as a result there is a
wonderful dance and drama
studio, ICT suite, adventure
playground, music room,
new classrooms and a much
needed new staffroom. The
school playground has also

undergone a transformation
with the addition of a pergola,
planters and picnic tables and
umbrellas providing a much
more pleasant environment for
pupils and parents.

In addition Mr. Stevenson
oversaw the planning and
realisation of the Kathryn Hay
Memorial Garden in memory
of his former and much
valued colleague and Deputy
Headteacher.

Year 3

will plant their

sunflowers against

the wall and the

remaining space

will gradually be

planted with wild

flowers to attract

bees, butterflies,

birds and bats. It

is hoped that this

area will support the teaching
of science across the school
as well as being a space where
the boys can simply get a little
closer to nature.

A number of parents have
already expressed an interest
in helping with the above
projects. If you think you could
spare a little time to help with
watering, weeding or planting
or you may be able to donate
some plants to keep our costs
down then again please contact
me via e-mail.

Waste & Recycling

Following the environmental
audit, the FEco-team was
adamant that recycling bins
should be installed as soon as
possible. As a result each year
group’s shared area now has
bins for collecting paper and
plastic bottles for recycling.
The staff and pupils are
encouraged to use paper as
scrap first and only place it in
the recycling bin once it has
no further use in school. The
adoption of Parentmail has
radically reduced the amount of
paper being sent out as letters to
parents, as well as the amount
of photocopying needed.

Two large bin liners of plastic
bottles are currently being
collected each week in the
recycle bins. While better than
simply throwing them away,
this is still a huge amount of
plastic that has to be disposed
of. Having a supply of water
in school is very important for
the boys and I would like to

encourage parents to invest in
a reusable bottle which can be
taken to and from school each
day and refilled from our water
fountains — by far the greener
option.

Water

The Eco-team felt that the
summer term, and hopefully
warm weather, would be a

good time to highlight the
importance of using water
responsibly. They will carry
out an assembly to inform the
school of ways to conserve
water. We are also looking
at purchasing a water butt to
collect water for watering our
Crops.

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2009/10 Under 13 Hockey

Due to a printing error last year, this article was omitted from
the 2009/10 issue of the Victorian. We are happy to reprint

the article here in full.

Once again I look back at the
Spring Term and see the huge
progress made by an U/13
hockey side from the shock
of a huge defeat to Elizabeth
College to, just a few weeks
later, one of the best records
attained at the Gresham’s
festival.

The boys have a steep learning
curve to contend with as they
do not train together until early
January, although this year we
did try to get two sessions in
each week, with one being in
the Sports Hall.

Early games were victories
against St Michael’s and an
unusually heavy 5-1 defeat

of Durlston Court, but this
was followed by an equally
unusually early quarter

final departure from the St
Michael’s indoor tournament.
Gresham’s was high up in
everybody’s mind and the
backbone of the side was
selected early in January.
From then on selection was
tough - not made easier when a
rampant Year 7 side crushed a
Year 8 ‘possibles’ XI 7-0. This
defeat proved crucial and for
only the second time in twenty
years we took four Year 7 boys
away in the Under 13 squad.
Early in March an entirely
Year 8 side traveled to
Guernsey and were given a
9-4 walloping by a side that
we had beaten in the fixture

a year previously. One major
factor in the defeat was the
superior fitness and pace of
the Elizabeth boys. We were
5-0 down by half time and
only shared the second half

as the hosts took their foot

off the pedal. Certainly much
improvement needs to be done
to try to catch up over the next
twelve months.

Late in March a relatively
young squad left our shores
for the twentieth trip to the
Gresham’s Under 13 Hockey

festival. We stop off in Bedford
now and we played their
school in the early afternoon.
Jack Tait (§8Du) was Captain
of the squad this year and his
father Mike, a prominent O.V.
player, accompanied me and,
with extensive knowledge of
the side due to his coaching
on Sunday mornings, took
over the coaching of the side.
He imposed an attacking
formation, utilizing two
inside forwards, to which the
majority of the boys were used
from their Sunday leagues.
Bedford kept possession better
than we did, a factor which
was to become common
throughout the tour, but we
were far more incisive when
we did get the ball and a
couple of smart strikes, along
with a well worked goal by
Joshua Rondel gave us a 3-0
half time lead. In the second
half the team struggled to keep
their shape and possession
dried up almost completely;
Bedford scored quite early on
but could not break through
again and an individualistic
goal by Jack Tait gave us a
4-1 win which, truth be told,
slightly flattered us.

In the early evening we had
mini games with mixed sides
from Bedford Hockey Club,
just to ensure that the boys all
dropped off to sleep quickly!
At Gresham’s we were back
in Howsoms again and started
with a match against Great
Houghton, a nice touch as they
were also opponents of ours
back on our first visit in 1989.
The team soon rated their
chances and pressed forwards
in numbers, on one occasion
forcing a save on the line;

but as the game progressed
Great Houghton had their
own chances on the break and
had a ‘goal’ disallowed under
the new rules of not allowing
a strike directly into the ‘D’
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from a free hit just outside. A
0-0 draw felt a bit deflating,
but we had already learnt a
lot from the experience and
the back five were taken aside
for a debrief on their structure
and the need for much greater
urgency in defense. This back
five were not substituted at any
stage and went on to serve us
extremely well.

Behind them Ross Tandy (8S)
kept goal, a big, strong, scary
keeper who left more than
one body flat on the ground
after flying off his line. Caolan
Feeney (§8BW) undoubtedly
became the most improved
player over the tour as he
quickly gained confidence and
began to ‘boss’ those around
him, and even those quite

far away! A strong player,
who read the game well and
produced timely tackles
before calmly waiting his
time before carefully passing
out of danger. He had Billy
James (8Di) alongside him
who looked a little too laid
back on occasions, but he
brought off excellent tackles
and had perhaps the best slap
pass in the side. A very calm
head, but his lack of pace will
probably keep him form the
Colts side next year. William
Harris (8Di) played at centre
half and had an outstanding
tour, probably playing well
enough to get ‘player of the
match’ at least four times and
consequently being ‘Player
of the Tour’. His strength was
keeping possession calmly
under all sorts of situations
and releasing when certain of
success; his vision and high
standard of distribution was
an example to all around him.
Sam Thompson (8Bu) had
the inconvenience of finding
that his stick did not arrive at
Gatwick! Nevertheless this did
not seem to hamper him too
much and we were grateful

for his pace and strength at
right half. He sometimes

flaps a bit under pressure,

but he will doubtless thrive
over the next two years in the
colts squad. Joshua Le Cornu
(7BW) played at left half and
was quick to learn from those
around him, both friend and
foe alike. He was another
strong tackler, but always
drove forward immediately,
often instigating fast breaks.
At 7pm we played Town
Close, another school we

had played in 1989 — were

the organisers aware of the
significance? A cracking
game ensued, with chances at
both ends as both sides had
attacking instincts. A draw
was a fair result, even if the
Town Close equaliser came
from a short corner rather too
generously awarded by PJG!
Pleasingly, our team’s shape
stood up to pressure and we
retired with some confidence
for the following day.

The indoor tournament
functioned over all three days.
The ‘A’ Team performed quite
well, but we seldom progress
at that level and so it proved
this year with only one win to
their credit not being enough.
The ‘B’ Team however started
with three wins and cruised
into the semi-finals. Solomon
Warner had scored all our
goals and the enclosed arena
suited his style, with excellent
control and astute passing
contributing to his award as
‘Best Indoor Player’. For

the second year running we
drew with Gresham’s in the
semi final and beat them on
penalties — thanks to Solomon
— and went through to play
Ipswich in the final. I think we
had slightly the better of things
in the final, but a smart shot
with thirty seconds left gave
Ipswich the Cup.

On the Sunday we woke
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early for a much anticipated,
if not dreaded, game against
Gresham’s at 9am. For
whatever the reason we were
definitely up for the game

and the hosts were strangely
subdued. We scored after about
five minutes and waited for

a reaction which just did not
happen. The game continued
to be played mainly in their
half of the field and the game
finished 1-0 with Ross not
saving a single shot at goal.
More indoor games and a
refreshing swim split our

day up before facing FSM at
3pm. We were well matched
in 2009 and so it was on this
day, but two quite stunning
goals swung the game in our
direction. Firstly Jack Tait
cracked a pass from far over
on the right side to the left side
of the goal where Solomon
Warner had to first control it
with his reverse stick before
smartly tucking it under the
goalkeeper. Then, only a
couple of minutes later Jack
struck a ball from almost the
same spot as last time, but this
time he found Joshua Rondel
who smacked it first time past
a bemused goalkeeper; the two
best goals of the trip in the
same game, handing us a 3-1
win.

The boys were more than up
fore the 7pm game against
Ipswich but, truth be told, we
were beaten by the better team.
They were well worth their 2-0
win, but we pretty much held
our own and were consoled

to lose to the best team of the
tournament.

On the Monday there was a
“friendly minis’ tournament
that we did extremely well to
reach the semi-final of, on the
way drawing with Ipswich.
We finally lost 1-0 to another
old rival, OBH, and some very
tired legs trudged off the field
for the last time.

We finished with two wins,
two draws and one loss which,
as seen in the accompanying
article, is the second best
statistic over the twenty years
we have been going. Much
credit for this must go to Mike
Tait who generously accepted
an offer to accompany the

trip, and to his son Jack who
equally generously allowed
his father to come! Mike
knew most of the squad from
his Sunday morning sessions
and he decided to bring along
with him an ambitious and
adventurous formation with a
forward line of five players, so
putting much emphasis on the
inside forwards in particular
to hold their line and put in
serious mileage.

Jack Tait held one of these
positions and he captained
the side throughout. He was a
dominant player through his
fitness and determination as
well as the capacity to beat
players. Against the best teams
however he found himself up
against bigger and stronger
players and he will need to
learn to offload the ball better
to make himself stand out in
that company. One memory

I will take with me is when
announced as the ‘player of
the game’ against Ipswich,

a particularly tough match,

he announced that he did not
deserve the award but that

21t should be awarded to the
whole team”. He will go far.
The other inside forward birth
was usually taken by Oliver
Griggs, another very fit player,
but one who had tricky skills
which often baffled both
opposition and his team-mates
alike! Joshua Rondel played at
centre forward and his terrier
like hassling of defenders

and ability to pounce on

half chances were his trade
mark — the goal against FSM
will stay with him for years!
James Duckett played mainly
at right wing and he had the
typical cricketers eye for the
ball, being one of the best
strikers of a ball in the team;
he crossed the ball excellently,
but also scored a couple of
goals with sweet shots when
given the opportunity to play
in the D. Soloman Warner
often ended up at left wing
but will doubtless be ‘in the
engine room’ next year. He
had perhaps the highest ‘pass
success percentage’ in the
whole team, often connecting
with astute first time passes
that showed real class and

vision. Massimo Furness also
usually played on the left
hand side, but seldom forward
enough for us to see his
clinical finishes! He is another
player who always seems to
be able to give himself time
on the ball and he had some
delightful cheeky touches. He
will also doubtlessly play in
midfield next year and will
need to build on his fitness
and determination off the ball
to make the impact that his
talent should provide. Reuben
Gower possibly played in
more positions than anyone
else in the team. A real force
in Year 7, he sometimes
seemed a little at sea with the
extra pace and physicality of
the players around him. One
more year will see him change
considerably, especially
physically, and I expect him to
be a major player in 2011.

At the end of the trip Mike
Tait surprised and delighted us
all by giving the boys an odd
assortment of brightly coloured
and bizarrley designed sports
socks!! Throughout the
tournament the Gresham’s
boys wore such socks, often
different ones on each leg, and
the boys proudly wore their
selection through Gatwick and
Jersey airports!!
