Following the success of previous years, we are again running an Activity Programme for all 
students in the last week of the Summer Term 2023 from Monday 17 to Friday 21 July.

• The cost of off-island trips is only approximate at this stage and will depend on the final 
numbers travelling.  

 

• If an activity is oversubscribed a name out of the hat system will be used for those who 
applied within the deadline.  
 

• In 2022 the majority of pupils did their first-choice activity. However, the numbers meant 
that some second choices occasionally had to be allocated. This could happen again so 
please take time to consider your son’s second and third choices.  

 

• There is the option to apply for a package for your son and a friend. Please note that in 
MUST be one entry per student only. Please confer with the other son’s parents, ensure 
all parties have agreed before entering ONLY ONE application. Any student with multiple 
application in their name will be allocated spaces last due to the difficulties it causes.
