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Caterpillars of oak processionary moth are found from May to August. They may also be identified by large white silken nests on the underside of branches, and on the trunk from which the caterpillars come out to feed on oak leaves. They are predominantly found on deciduous oak species.


How does it affect me?


Oak Processionary caterpillars have long hairs that can be shed. The hairs can cause severe rashes, respiratory problems if inhaled and may cause other severe allergic reactions. If seen, do not try to pick them up or touch them and keep your distance from trees where caterpillars may be present.
