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Wednesday 21 January 2026
Dear Parent / Carer,
Easter holiday play and youth schemes

We are pleased to advise that the school holiday play and youth schemes will run for 5 days
during the Easter holidays between Monday 13 April and Friday 17 April.

The Schemes are funded by the Government of Jersey as part of the short breaks offer. There is
a parental co-payment of £25 per day with the remaining costs being met by Government.
This year, we have three providers:
e Centre Point Trust for children aged 4 — 11 years, delivering the scheme at Centrepoint, La
Pouquelaye, Le Hurel, St Helier, Jersey JE2 3FU
e Youth Service for children and young people aged 12 — 18" birthday, delivering schemes
at Maufant and Grand Vaux Youth Centres
e Autism Jersey are providing community-based support to children whose needs have been

assessed by a social worker as requiring this specialist support

If you would like your child to access the above schemes, please complete the attached booking
form and return it by Friday 13 February. Please note that no late applications will be

accepted.

In previous years, the schemes have been oversubscribed and so we may not be able to fully
meet your request. Please be assured that we will allocate all available sessions fairly. You will
receive confirmation of your allocation from the provider on Friday 6 March.

If your child is attending a scheme for the first time, they will be required to attend introductory
sessions to support their transition into the group. This ensures the provider has time to get to
know your child and understand their needs whilst giving them the opportunity to meet the staff
team, other children and to familiarise themselves with the format of the sessions. Please note
that your child will be unable to begin their sessions without completing this transition plan. The
provider will contact you to arrange the introductory sessions.

Please note that Centre Point Trust and Jersey Youth Service are unable to provide transport.
