All weather 
school

Whatever the weather, we venture outside. 
Please ensure your child comes to school 
with the appropriate clothing e.g. raincoat/ 
sun hat and suncream everyday so they do 
not miss out on any learning or play times. 



Each Friday, the boys will be tested on 

their spellings and given new spelling 
words. These spellings are year group 
specific and delivered through a scheme 
called Spelling Shed. Each Friday the 
boys will be given new spellings. They 
need to complete a Look,  Cover, Say, 
Write, Check list which should be 
completed at least 4 times across the 
week. The boys also have access to 
Spelling Shed’s website, where they can 
practise their spellings. 

Please make sure their spelling books 
are in their bags each day.





Maths fluency is fundamental. In class, your son will 
complete 5 fluency based questions each day. A copy of 
this fluency sheet will be sent home at the end of the 
following week for your son to complete as his maths 
homework. This is to consolidate their prior learning and 
to build confidence and pace.

Please ensure this is handed in every Friday where we 
will mark as a class.

It would be beneficial to supplement this with other 
fluency based games. At VCP the boys also have access 
to Times Tables Rockstars, Hit the Button, Power 
Maths and other Maths applications and games

Pupils will use this in school, but we encourage regular 
practise at home to develop their mathematical fluency 
and accuracy. 

The boys should confidently already know their 2,5 and 
10 times tables and by the end of Year 3 should be 
fluent in their 3,4 and 8 times tables. 





At the start of the year, your son will be 
benchmarked and will be given a specific 
reading level. He will then have access to 
all our levelled reading books. He can 
take 2 levelled books home and must 
return and swap them when he is 
finished. 

Please read aloud for a minimum of 10 
minutes per night and record the book 
title and pages read each day in his 
homework diary. These will be checked 
by the teacher daily.  

Please do read to your son and encourage 
your son to read as often and as widely 
as possible. 

Each half term, the boys will be assessed 
and new reading levels will be given.



As your child progresses 
through KS2, it is still 
very important for you to 
listen to and discuss 
their reading.

 It is equally as 
important for them to 
have a regular chance to 
listen to you reading.

It is ideal to read at a 
time when you can both 

take time to relax, enjoy 
and discuss the story.

Reading- Minimum of 10 Minutes everyday. Complete Reading 
Record/Homework Diary daily with the name of the book and how 
many pages read. You may wish to include a comment. Promote 
independence when books need changing. 

Maths- Maths Fluency Sheet sent out each Friday and handed in 
following Friday. 

Practise numbers bonds as well as addition and subtraction facts. 
Practice times tables. 
All pupils should enter Year 3 knowing their 2, 5 and 10 x tables 
fluently. They will need to learn their 3, 4 and 8 times tables by the 
end of Year 3.  

Spellings- Weekly spellings sent out each Friday. Practise with Look 
Say Cover Think Write Check. Learn the meaning of the words. This 
will be taught weekly in spelling lesson. Boys will be tested every 
Friday. 



Your son will keep his school bag in his numbered locker in the Year 3 shared 
area and small items in his tray below his desk. Blazers may go on the back of 
their chair in the classroom.

If something goes missing there are lost property containers in the Year 3 
shared area, drama studio and gym so please ask your son to check there in 
the first instance. 

If your son finds it difficult 
to remember his equipment, 
we suggest that you help him 
to remember what he needs 
each day by drawing up a 
simple checklist with him and 
putting it in a visible place at 
home.

Please make sure your son knows where he is 
going at the end of the day.

A mastery approach to teaching mathematics
Mastering maths means acquiring a deep, long-term, secure and adaptable understanding of 
the subject rather than rote memorisation of procedures.

At the heart of Power Maths is the belief that all children can achieve. It’s built on an exciting 
growth mindset and problem-solving approach.

Lesson structure:
Discover – each lesson begins with a problem to solve, often a real-life example, sometimes a 
puzzle or a game. These are engaging and fun, and designed to get all children thinking.

Share – the class shares their ideas and compares different ways to solve the problem, 
explaining their reasoning with hands-on resources and drawings to make their ideas clear. 
Children are able to develop their understanding of the concept with input from the teacher. 

Think together – the next part of the lesson is a journey through the concept, digging 
deeper and deeper so that each child builds on secure foundations while being challenged to 
apply their understanding in different ways and with increasing independence.

Practice – now children practice individually or in small groups, rehearsing and developing 
their skills to build fluency, understanding of the concept and confidence.

Reflect – finally, children are prompted to reflect on and record their learning from each 
session and show how they have grasped the concept explored in the lesson.

We 
know our pupils are confident speakers, but our aim is for 

students to use social oracy skills to collaborate with others: 
communication is a life skill. Our pupils leave VCP with the 
oracy tools needed for success beyond the school grounds.
